Fix Squeaks

Take the weight off the springs, cut a piece
from a sheet of polyethylene plastic such as
from a milk bottle or motor oil bottle, the
width of the spring and about 2 or 3 inches
long. It's usually thinner than apiece of shirt
cardboard. Pry the leafs apart with a thin
screw driver and slip the plastic in at the
very end of the spring. Do this for the end

of every leaf in the set. Let the weight back
down and you're good to go.

Aluminum/Corrosion

There's beena lot of talk on the online CD-L
about the incidence of corrosion of the
metal floors of aluminum trailers. Makes no
difference if furnished with rubber mats or
other bedding. One respondent had the
following advice:

I've had a 4Star trailer for a # of years and dav

followed the advice of the manufacturer to

simply spread a few handfuls of washing soda

on the rubber mats before putting shavings

down. This effectively neutraks the acid of the
urine which causes corrosion. Drilling a couple

of 3/8" holes in front bthe stringer floor will
drain the neutralized liquid Haven't had a
problem in the nine or ten years I've had the
trailer.

We might add that before doing anything it
would probably be a good idea to check
with your trailer manufacturer to make
sure you donOt invalidate any warranty.

Even though carriage drivers know how
important it is to carry a whip in hand
when driving, many donOt. One reason is
because it feels awkward and heavy and
they give up trying to use it.

I"##$expert drivers will tell you th  at it truly
is not the weight of a whip thatOs so
important, it is the balancehat counts. Most
whips don't vary that much in actual
weight, but they can feel heavy when the
body of the whip is not sufficiently counter
weighted by the whip butt. To remedy this,
some people experiment by using fishing
weights to customize the balance on a
whip. Others will shorten the lash until the
whip feels better balanced.
